Tardy: All students arriving to school between the hours 
7:25 - 8:45 are required to check-in with the administra­
tive assistant in the front lobby. After 8:45 students should 
report to their home office. If a student is tardy the parent/ 
guardian is required to call the House Office. Please see 
the student/parent handbook for a list of excused tardies. 

Absence: A parent/guardian must call the student's House 
Office to state the specific reason for the absence. "Person­
al" reasons are not acceptable as an excused 
absence from school. Please refer to the 
student/parent handbook for more info. 

Dismissal: Students must report to 
their House Office to obtain a dis­
missal slip. Students are not to leave 
the building unless they are prop­
erly dismissed by their House Office. 

vr--- MAKE-UP WORK: 

It is the responsibi I ity of the student to make arrangements 
directly with the teacher for making up any work missed for 
an excused absence. Generally, one day will be allotted 
for each day absent to make up work missed due to an 
excused absence. For students who have an excused ab­
sence or tardy, missed work may be made up for credit. 

Students should meet with teachers on the first day back to 
school to ensure that all missed assignments/projects are 
understood. If a student has an excused, extended absence 
of three or more days, parents should request homework! 
schoolwork by calling their House Office. Homework will 
usually be ready for pick-up within 24 hours of the request. 

Students will not be permitted to get credit for work missed 
due to unexcused absences or tardiness. All assignments 
including class work, quizzes, tests, and homework due on 
the day of the absence wi II earn a grade of zero. 

School Counseling Department: 
The School Counseling Department at Keene High 
School is comprised of a Director, 6 School Counselors, 
a Personal Counselor, a School Adjustment Counselor, 
a Student Assistance Counselor and 2 full time Nurses. 
The counselor-student ratio is 1 :2 70. The services of 
a full-time School Psychologist are also available to 
students. 

Course Drop Policy: With serious effort from students, 
parents, teachers, and counselors, courses selected will 
be the correct ones, and the alternatives selected will 
also be valid options for the student if substitutions need 
to be made. Once the master schedule is in place, it 
will be very difficult to make changes without negatively 
impacting other students and teachers. Therefore, course 
changes will not be made unless one of the following 
criteria is evident: 

• The student fai Is to attain a prescribed grade in a 
prerequisite course. 

• The student fai Is to receive the appropriate grade 
in an approved remedial effort. 

• The student completes a prerequisite course with 
the appropriate grade in summer school. 

• A teacher determines that a student is 
inappropriately placed in a course. 

• An emergency situation exists which requires 
a change to be made. 

Parent Portal: Each parent/student may access their 
classes and grade report through the parent portal on 
Power School. Passwords and the web address will be 
sent home with the first day of school paperwork. 

House System: KHS is divided into 2 Houses, Green 
and Blue. Students are assigned to their house for 4 
years. They report there when they've been absent, 
need assistance or for disciplinary action. 

vr--- ACADEMIC INFORMATION: 

Keene High School runs on a block schedule. There 
are 4 blocks within a school day. Each block is 
approximately 79 minutes long. Students have 5 
minutes passing time between each block, a 28 
minute lunch, and a 41 minute advisory or 1-Time 
block each day.

Students will be assigned 
to an advisory overseen by the same teacher for the 
duration of their high school career. 

1-Time: The purpose of 1-Time is to provide each 
student the opportunity for remediation, intervention, 
and enrichment, based on individual needs in order 
to become college and career ready. The focus will be 
academic in nature.
